This refrain from the beautiful Christmas carol is the
question we should al be ponde&ing in our hearts as
another Christmas Day approaches. What childisthisto
us? WhoisthisBaby Jesuswhose comingwerecall each
year at thistime?

The Gogpdstell usHeisthe Son of God mademan, and
cometo live amongus. The Church prodaims Him as
our Lord and Savior, the Redeemer who conqueed sin
and degth.

Butwhois Jesusto each oneof us? IsHeapesond pat
of ourlives, orisourfaithin Him nodeeper than words?
Is the birth of the Christ child nothing more than a
wondeful story we tell our children once ayear? Or
doesthepower of Hispresenceilluminae ourheartsand
homesasbrightly andasgaily asthemulti-colored lights
tha signd Christmas time?

If we call ourselves Christians, the birth of Jesus in
Bethlehem mug be more than a story that soothes our
childhoodnodagia. He mug be more, for us than a
ceramic piece on a Nativity scene.  Our faith in Christ
mug notbeornamental. It mug bethevery center, the
very founddion of our lives.

We often hear that the real meaning of Christmas has
been log. Santa Claus takes top billing, and buying
sprees consume us. Gift-giving has become an arduous
chore, and our children seem to find more pleasure in
recelving than in giving. Jesus is an afterthoughtat
Christmas. We even hide the sacred naure of the
holiday unde generic terms like (Beason® GreetingsO

The fault here lies not in the world but in ourselves.
Only we can keep Christ in Christmas. Perhgps we
should recall tha the holiday was, origindly, a pagan
feast, the winter solstice. It was the living witness of
Chrigtianstha turned it into areligiouscelebration. The
way they led thar lives made others curious Who was
this Christ child? Why did He come into the world?

By our actions and our words, we can answer those
questionsfor the people of ourtime. But to dotha, we
cannotapproach Christmas as a mere holiday, a
commemoration of an event tha took place longago.

Christ mug bebom agan, in our hearts. Wemug live
every day in His presence. Our thoughs must turn to
Him when we wake up each morningandourday mug
end with awhispered prayer to Him at night

Do you take Jesus with you when you commute on |-
95, when you go shopping, when you deal with the
boss, when you reprimand your children, when things
don®go yourway, when otherswrongyou, when life
is difficult? Would you react the same way if Jesus
wererightthere, besideyou?

Jesus mug also be with you when life is good,when
foodis plentiful, when families come together, when
money flows, when love is pdpadle. Do you
remember Him at those times? Or do you attribute
your goodfortuneto your own abilities?

If the true meaning of Christmas is obscured these
days, it is because Christians themselves are getting
log inthecrowd. We can talk all wewant aboutGod,
preach Jesushightand day, even dump the Christmas
trees and put up only mange's. But those are mere
words and empty symbols if our deeds don®follow
suit.

By your actions people mus know tha you are
Chrigtians Y ourdeedsshould prodaim that this Jesus
of Nazareth is the Son of God made man and cometo
redeem you. By theway you behave, you mug let
others know tha the birth of Jesusis notamyth but a
reality tha toudhes our world, and every pesonin it,
every day.
